Members may, however, 
also decide, in the interests of clarity and transparency, to declare at this point in the 
meeting, any such disclosable pecuniary interests which they have already declared 
in the Register, as well as any other registerable or other interests.  If a Member 
requires advice on any item involving a possible declaration of interest which could 
affect his/her ability to speak and/or vote, he/she is advised to contact the clerk at 
least 48 hours in advance of the meeting. 
 

A note from the Clerk to the Council. 
A personal interest might be reasonably regarded as one which might affect a 
member’s wellbeing, financial position, or business (which would be a ‘direct’ interest, 
as it impacts on the member directly); or that of a relative or friend (which would be 
an ‘indirect’ interest) to a greater extent than that of other council tax payers, 
ratepayers or other inhabitants of the area.  A personal interest will also be a 
prejudicial interest if a member of the public, who knows the relevant facts, would 
reasonably think that a member's personal interest is so significant that it is likely to 
prejudice his / her judgement of the public interest.

Area from Mr and Mrs Harbron:  
 

“We have scythed about two-thirds of the grassland. Whilst working this AM, 
we met Geoff Wilson, and were pleased to hear that he is prepared to 
strim/cut the area.  We have shown him a few small areas to avoid, but would 
also add: 
 

 Please give us another week to finish off scything. 

 Please don't strim/cut too close to rocks and large shrubs/trees, as 
there is a healthy population of frogs which will - hopefully - have 
moved into unscythed areas. 

 Please remove arisings (cuttings) in order to reduce their enrichment of 
soil. 

 

We have put in a few more native plants, and will continue this over the 
coming months.  If anyone wants to help to improve biodiversity in the area, 
just pulling nettles by the fence down to the river would be a good start.  
There is quite a lot of cranesbill there, but it is shaded out by more vigorous 
plants such as nettles. 
  
We'd like to thank the Parish Council for letting us take over this small area, 
and hope that no-one has grumbled about its 'untidiness'.  Dare we ask if we 
might suggest a rather more wildlife-friendly management regime around the 
edges of the picnic area?
