1. | Apologies
Apologies were received from Roger Campbell (RC), Neil Kennedy (NK),
2. | Matters Arising from 16 February minutes
¢ Changes made to plan after feedback from Consultation Event-:- Footpaths GM
section rewritten in line with advice received from IPE. The plan cannot create
new paths only support existing paths.
e Access to Wan Fell, Lazonby Fell and Blaze Fell:- There are 2 routes onto
Blaze Fell from the Armathwaite Road opposite Tarn Wadling Wood, which PM
will be added to fig. 4; The access to Wan Fell has been moved 100yds
further along the road but is still there. A stile rather than a swing gate
accesses it.
e Demographics to support housing for the elderly:- No significant evidence
found but Policy H3 amended to show the increase in the numbers of elderly GM
people in the Parish.
3. | Feedback comments received by email.
e Allotments are not within the remit of the NP but are an issue that should be
taken up with the parish council.
e The lack of a gas supply is not a planning matter but is left to the commercial
judgement of the developers.
e The public footpath between 6 Lamb Lea and Croglin Toys was closed in
1999 and there was a public meeting about it at the time.
¢ The land behind the Lilacs has already got planning permission.
e The housing density figure of 33 dph that has been used is the one
recommended by the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF). GM
e Trees have been added to the plan as suggested.
e The correspondents will be replied to by email now that the Steering group VM

has had a chance to consider them.




e The Consultation Statement will be updated to include these comments and

responses. VM
4. | Summary Housing Document
All agreed to the amendments made to the document and plan and felt that it was
now complete.
5. | The Village Boundary
It was agreed to include this and write it into Policy D2. GM
6. | Maps and Plans
e ‘Allocated sites’ plans need amending to remove hatching of any discounted GM
sites which now appear on ‘Discounted sites’ plan.
e The whole of the Scaur Lane site should be hatched as the amenity area will GM
become part of the 106 agreement attached to the Planning Consent.
e The Scaur Lane amenity area will still be left in figure 8 but will be taken outof | GM
figure 14.
e Figure 4 will have the 2 routes on to Blaze Fell added in. PM
e All completed Maps and Plans will then be taken to Angela at EDC to amend. GM
7. | Design Guide
All were happy with the Design Guide and as IPE were also happy with it, it was
agreed that it was now finished.
8. | Screening Opinion from EDC
No response from EDC. GM to email Rachael Armstrong to ask for current progress. GM
9. | Inclusion of Local CIL
No comment back from EDC on this but it was felt that it was unlikely to be allowed GM
and therefore mention of it would be taken out of the draft Plan and just referred to as
Planning Gain.
10. | Grant Application
e All documents now completed except for Basic Conditions Statement, which
is waiting for the EDC Screening Opinion, and to make reference to the Core
Strategy Policies (new table to be added) as, due to the on-going delays of
the Eden Local Plan, the NP will likely go for Inspection before the ELP is GM
adopted.
e Once Basic Conditions Statement is complete a hard set of all four
documents will be created to submit to EDC along with an electronic copy.
Sets of the Submission Documents will also be required for the Parish
Council Archive, Public Inspection (to be placed in Co-op, Village Hall,
Church etc) and the Steering Group. Clerk to PC will be asked to produce VM
these in due course.
e The grant application for further funding will be discussed once future
timetable is known. GN
